RECITAL

A. The Grantor is Park Ridge Green Belt Association, a Washington Nonprofit
Corporation, owner of property which is further legally described on Exhibit A, and such real
property is referred to as “Parcel A” or the “Burdened Property.”

B. The Grantee is Nathan Korpela and Shaunna Wiens, husband and wife as owners
of the property commonly known as 8441 SE 33rd Place, Mercer Island, WA 98040 and legally
described on Exhibit B attached hereto and is hereafter referred to as “Parcel B” or the
“Benetited Property”.

C. The Grantor acknowledges the conveyance of a non-exclusive perpetual
stormwater drainage easement across, under and upon the lands of the Grantor as further
identified as the “Drainage Easement Area” in Exhibit C and whose location is set forth on the
map attached as Exhibit C-1 in favor of the Grantee.
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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants contained herein and other good and
valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto,
intending to be legally bound, hereby agree as follows:

AGREEMENT

i Grant of Easement. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee, a nonexclusive perpetual
drainage easement (the “ Drainage Easement”) for the installation , maintenance, operation, repair
and replacement of a stormwater drainage line (“Stormwater Drainage Line”) on that portion of
the Burdened Property hereafter known as the “Drainage Easement Area” as further legally
defined on Exhibit C and set forth on the map identified on Exhibit C-1.

The Grantee shall have the right of ingress and egress to the Drainage Easement Area
from the adjacent land of the Grantor for the purposes described above during the construction,
maintenance or repair of the Stormwater Drainage Line.

The Grantor agrees not to interfere with the Grantee’s ability to use or maintain the
Stormwater Drainage Line by modifying the Drainage Easement Area by installing structures, walls
or other improvements on the Drainage Easement Area.

2. Duration of Easement. This Drainage Easement shall be perpetual and run with
the land.
3. Grantee’s Covenants and Warranties. Grantee covenants and warrants that, in the

exercise of its rights created herein, it shall: (i) repair and maintain the Drainage Easement Line, (ii)
obtain all necessary permits, and approvals for the Drainage Easement Line; (iii) comply in all
material respects with all applicable laws and ordinances and with the terms and conditions of all
permits and approvals applicable thereto; (iv) keep the Burdened Property free and clear of all liens,
charges, and other monetary encumbrances arising out of Grantee’s use of the Drainage Easement
and performance of its work on the Burdened Property and any obligations hereunder; and (v) timely
comply with all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement at Grantee’s sole cost and expense.

4. Indemnity. Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold the Grantor and its agents and
their successors and assigns, harmless from any and all injuries, losses, suits, claims, actions, costs,
expenses (including attorneys’ fees), penalties, fines, liabilities or other damages of any kind or
nature whatsoever arising out of or related to (i) the exercise by Grantee, its agents, contractors,
Drainage Easement, invitees, subcontractors or any other person claiming by or through Grantee of
the Drainage Easement, or (ii) Grantee’s breach of its obligations under this Agreement.

5. Waiver. Grantee and its successors in interest hereby waive all claims of adverse
possession or similar boundary doctrines of both current and future use of the Easement Area and
any other area of the Grantor’s property and acknowledges that any such use does not constitute
adverse possession.



6. Authority. Grantor and Grantee warrant to each other that each has the full power and
authority necessary to enter into this Agreement on behalf of all persons and entities having an
interest in each party’s Property (including but not limited to any lenders). Any notices required or
permitted to be given hereunder shall be given in writing and shall be delivered: (a) in person; (b) by
certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt required to the address as set forth above; or (c)bya
commercial overnight courier that guarantees next day delivery and provides a receipt, and such
notices shall be addressed to the respective notice address set forth above, or to such other address as
either party may from time to time specify in writing to the other party.

7. Binding Effect. The benefits and burdens of this Agreement are appurtenant to and

shall run with the Burdened Property and Benefited Property, and shall be binding on the parties’
respective heirs, executors, administrators, personal representatives, transferees, successors and

assigns, including any ground lessees.

8. Venue/Attorney Fees. Venue for any dispute shall be in the King County Superior
Court. The prevailing party in any dispute shall be entitled to its costs and attorney fees.

9. Governing Law. This Agreement and the performance thereof shall be governed,
interpreted, construed, and regulated by the laws of the state of Washington.

10.  Counterparts. This Agreement may be signed in counterpart, each signed counterpart
will be deemed an original, and all counterparts together will constitute one and the same agreement.

LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF DRAINAGE EASEMENT AREA

The Easement Area is composed of that portion of Tract A as described and set out in that certain
Plat of Parkridge, as recorded in Volume 78 of Plats, pages 29 and 30, records of King County,
Washington as legally described as follows:

The Easement Area shall be as set forth on the map attached as Exhibit C-1, of which the width
of the Easement will be 10 feet wide, consisting of five feet in each direction from the center of
the constructed private storm drainage pipe, running from the Grantee’s common property line
with the Grantee to 10 feet beyond the end of the storm drainage pipe as constructed.

The parties further agree to document the exact metes and bounds description of the as- built
storm drainage pipe upon its completion.
