. PRIOR TO PLANTING, ALL NON-ORGANIC DEBRIS AND NON-NATIVE,
INVASIVE VEGETATION SHALL BE HAND-REMOVED AND EXPORTED OFF
SITE. IRRIGATION SHALL BE ADJWSTED TO COVER MITIGATION AREA. ALL
